Horse Jewelry Artisan Janet Burch to demonstrate at Center 

On Saturday, April 10th Janet Bailey Burch of Crestwood, KY, will demonstrate how she creates horse themed jewelry, home and garden accessories from wood at the Kentucky Artisan Center at Berea from 10:30 am – 3:30 pm. 

Janet, who lives on a horse farm, has been working in wood since childhood and received a Bachelor of Industrial Design degree from Pratt Institute in Brooklyn, NY. Janet has spent years teaching, training, showing, and judging horses. These years working with horses have given Janet a thorough knowledge and understanding of the structure of the horse. 

Janet begins with drawings of the horses that surround her on her farm. She traces her images onto birch plywood, cuts out each horse design using a scroll saw and then hand paints them. She paints each piece with colorful designs and patterns adding details with a paint pen or permanent marker. Janet has a whole line of Punk Pony pins as well as mirror frames and wall mounted peg coat hooks.
